LOG of DEFECT REPORTS and TECHNICAL CORRIGENDA

This document is a log of defect reports and technical corrigenda that have been, or will be, submitted to ISO for DPA (ISO/IEC 10175).  A defect report identifies one or more perceived defects in an International Standard or Draft International Standard.  Each defect report is submitted to the responsible working group for evaluation by the group and the project editor.  If the working group determines that corrective action should be taken, the project editor prepares a draft (proposed) technical corrigendum which is then circulated by the Subcommittee Secretariat to the Subcommittee membership on a 3-month ballot. If the ballot passes, the project editor responds to the ballot comments, prepares the final text of the technical corrigendum, and submits it to ISO Central Secretariat for publication.  The technical corrigendum is then considered a part of the published standard to which it relates.





A defect report is classified as one of three types:


     a.  omission:  something was omitted from the standard, and is needed for alignment with some other part or clause of the standard, or with some other standard on which this standard depends.


     b.  error:  a mistake in the standard


     c.  clarification needed:  the text of the standard is unclear or ambiguous

1.  The working group responsible for DPA is identified as ISO/IEC JTC1/SC33/WG1.





2.  A technical corrigendum is not intended to add functionality to a standard; it only repairs defects in the standard.  If a functional enhancement to DPA is needed, a new work item must be proposed and balloted in the same manner as a new project.  If the new work item ballot succeeds, the new functionality is then specified in an amendment to the standard, which is then balloted in the same manner as a technical corrigendum.
