Reviewed DisplayCapability group
- Changes only for one typo plus new template Availability names.  No problems.  
- Filename changed to singular ("Capability").  Need to change group name, table name, and commentary inside file at next opportunity.  

Reviewed LightSource group
- Changes only for new template Availability names.  No problems.  

Reviewed Alerts group.

- Alerts are entered into the table chronologically and remain in that order.  
- Need to discuss the mandatory/optional nature of, e.g., the PowerOnCount at the face-to-face meeting.  
- Error counters should be resettable by repair facilities, perhaps.  They certainly should be reset when the device is reset to factory defaults.
- In the Alert group commentary, list all the table properties up front in the comments, so people can see the entire table at a glance.  Too hard to page through the file to see all the property names.  
- Simple projectors will not have this level of detail available for the alerts.  However, if the information is available, the device should certainly publish it.  This level of information will be very important for remote management.  When someone has to go out physically to attend to a device, they must know in advance what the problems are and what level of training is necessary.
